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District Service Area and OCC Ethnic Diversity 
The ethnic breakdown of OCC students in Fall 1990 closely matched the ethnic breakdown of OCC’s service 
area. Since Fall 1990, OCC’s student population has become more diverse. The recent census allows the 
comparison of OCC’s Fall 2007 ethnic breakdown with Census 2000 data. As the table below indicates, OCC’s 
student population is more diverse than the adult population in our district’s service area. Compared to the adult 
population of our service area, the most underrepresented group is among the Caucasian population. Both the 
Hispanic population and Asian population are overrepresented. A few factors that could be contributing to this 
disparity are the growing number of out of district students attending OCC and the educational level of the adult 
population.

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Legal Residency Status 
Legal residency is the student’s status for fee purposes.  It does not address where the student is currently living 
while attending OCC. Since the mid 1990’s, OCC has seen an increase in enrollments by students coming from 
out of state.  In Fall 1997, 58.6% of students were California residents within district compared to 51.4% of 
California residents within district in Fall 2007.  This decrease was offset by the increase (Fall 1997, 37.1%) in 
residents living outside of OCC’s district boundaries (Fall 2007, 44.1%).  Foreign students consisted of 3.5% in 
Fall 1997, peaked at 3.8% in Fall 1998, and have edged downward since to 2.4% in Fall 2007.

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Orange County High School Graduates 
Projections of Education Statistics to 2010  (National Center for Education Statistics, September 2000) is 
projecting a 22% increase of high school graduates in California by 2009-10. About 19% of Orange Coast 
College’s students each semester are first-time freshman (recent high school graduates or not a transfer from 
another college). Logically, the number of high school graduates each year impacts enrollment trends at OCC. 
The major high school districts (within CCCD district) that feed into OCC are Huntington Beach Union, Newport-
Mesa Unified and Garden Grove Unified. The major high school districts sending students to OCC outside the 
CCCD boundaries are Santa Ana Unified and Irvine Unified.  The number of graduates has increased over the 
past ten years.

Orange County Unemployment Rates 
Orange County unemployment rates peaked in the early 1990’s and showed a steady decline since 1994 until 
2001 when unemployment rates began to rise.  In 2000, unemployment in Orange County had reached its 
lowest point (2.5%) since 1990. Orange County’s 2007 annual unemployment rate was 4.5%, which is 
significantly lower than the 2007 annual State of California’s unemployment rate of 5.6%. 
 

Orange County Unemployment Rates
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A comparison of Orange County’s unemployment rate and OCC enrollment trends show that as unemployment 
rates reached their highest point (1992 and 1993), enrollments declined. OCC enrollments showed continued, 
but slight declines as the unemployment rates declined in the mid 1990’s. OCC enrollment started into a small 
and steady growth beginning in Fall 1997 as unemployment rates continue to decline.  Fall 2007 shows a slight 
increase in both Orange County’s unemployment rate and OCC enrollments.
