Freshmen and transfer students entering Fall 2006 and later are required to fulfill the new Core Curriculum listed on 
this articulation agreement. Furthermore, beginning Fall 2006, freshmen and transfer students are required to meet 
the Diversity requirement by taking one course. Courses that fulfill the Diversity and the Core Curriculum 
requirement are identified on the articulation agreement.  In some cases, both requirements can be fulfilled by the 
same course.   
 
Note: Students who enrolled in classes at Orange Coast College based on the 2002-2004 Articulation 
Agreement, can only transfer these classes to USD if they were taken prior to the Fall 2009 semester.
